Instructions: Every applicant must submit an autobiography. We ask each applicant to follow these
parameters:

900-1,200 words (around 2 pages single-spaced, 4 pages double-spaced)
Discuss faith history, family history, work history, and education history
Use a professional tone and follow standard rules of American English spelling and punctuation.

Applicants should request a respected adult or trusted friend to proofread their autobiography; however,
applicants may not ask a third party to compose their autobiography for them. Applicants may not
utilize Al composition programs such as, but not limited to, Chat GPT.

How to Submit: An appropriate representative of the diocese or the applicant himself may submit the
autobiography to Conception Seminary College. Please feel encouraged to submit the autobiography
whenever it is completed; it is not necessary to wait until all admissions materials are completed. The
autobiography can be submitted by email or mail.
